In 
contrast, the exterior hints at the theme of  
the “Urban Sanctuary” with natural tones of  
green, brown and grey set against a backdrop 
of  lush tropical gardens and simple red brick 
highlights. The impressive visual outlook of  
the tropical gardens is accentuated by the 
wooden decking and the lap pool which forms 
the centre piece of  Tempo. The success of  the 
Tempo Apartment project has been in striking 
a balance between the public and private space, 
which Pradella have done to brilliant effect 
– bringing people together with communal 
areas, while providing a comfortable and 
private living space.

The majority of  Pradella’s development 
and construction projects have been built in 
inner city Brisbane, with residential projects 
as their main product. These projects have
